F the Pastor’s Desk
rom the Pastor’s Des /L\\

My dear parishioners,

We are slowly, but surely approaching the great feast of
our salvation, the mystery of the Passion, Death, and Resur-
rection of our Lord Jesus Christ.

From the very beginning of our Lenten journey, we heard
how the Lord predicted his death and resurrection. He said to
the disciples that he was going to Jerusalem and would be
arrested by the chief priests and the elders and be put to
death. On the third day, he would rise from the dead. At this
point the moment of truth has arrived. The Lord has entered
the holy city of Jerusalem. The chief priests and the elders
have activated their surveillance network, seeking to arrest the
Lord Jesus.

Already, when the Lord Jesus was in Bethany, visiting his
friend Lazarus, few miles from Jerusalem, the chief priests
and the elders asked anyone who knew where Jesus was to
report to them so that they might arrest him. But instead,
many people came to see Jesus and to see Lazarus whom he
raised from the dead, and they started to believe in Jesus.
When the chief priests saw that, they plotted to kill Lazarus
too, because they said, “many people are believing in Jesus
because of Lazarus” (Cf. John 12:10-11).

When the Lord Jesus finally entered the city of Jerusalem,
many people welcomed him, chanting “Hosanna! Blessed is
he who comes in the name of the Lord.” The Pharisees
pressed for his arrest because they feared that “the whole
world” was going after him (believing in him). But this is the
appointed time, the hour of the glorification of the Lord. In
many passages in the Gospel, whenever the Lord was about
to be arrested, it is said that he was not arrested because his
time or his hour has not yet come. But today’s Gospel con-
firms that his hour has come. The Lord himself says, “The
hour has come for the Son of Man to be glorified” (John
12:23).

What does it mean to be glorified? The glorification of
Christ is his resurrection or his triumph over death. His death
on the cross, far from being a defeat, becomes the means of
salvation for the whole world. “When | am lifted up, | will draw
everyone to myself’ (John 12:32). Already in the episode of
today’s Gospel, the whole world is represented by the Greeks
who wanted to see Jesus.

When we follow Christ wholeheartedly and remain faithful
to our Christian vocation, then we will share with him that eter-
nal glory. We too will be glorified with him.

5¢ Dimanche de Caréme

Chers freres et sceurs,

Nous nous approchons lentement mais sdrement de la grande
féte de notre salut, le mystére de la Passion, de la Mort et de la
Résurrection de notre Seigneur Jésus-Christ. Dés le début de
notre cheminement de Caréme, nous avons entendu comment
le Seigneur avait prédit sa mort et sa résurrection. Il a dit aux
disciples qu'il se rend a Jérusalem et qu'il sera arrété par les
grands prétres et les scribes, et il sera mis a mort. Le troisiéme
jour, il ressuscitera des morts.

A ce stade, le moment de vérité est arrivé. Le Seigneur est
entré dans la ville sainte de Jérusalem. Les grands prétres et
les scribes ont activé leur réseau de surveillance, cherchant a
arréter le Seigneur Jésus. Déja, lorsque le Seigneur Jésus était
a Béthanie, chez son ami Lazare, a quelques kilométres de
Jérusalem, les grands prétres et les scribes demandaient a
tous ceux qui savaient ou se trouvait Jésus de se présenter a
eux pour qu'ils l'arrétent. Mais au lieu de cela, beaucoup de
gens sont venus voir Jésus et Lazare qu'il a ressuscité des
morts, et ils ont commencé a croire en Jésus. Voyant cela, les
grands prétres comploterent de tuer Lazare aussi, car ils di-
saient : « Beaucoup de gens croient en Jésus a cause de La-
zare » (Cf. Jean 12, 10-11).

Lorsque le Seigneur Jésus entra finalement dans la ville de
Jérusalem, de nombreuses personnes I'accueillirent en scan-
dant « Hosanna ! Béni soit celui qui vient au nom du Seigneur.
» Les Pharisiens ont insisté pour qu'il soit arrété parce qu'ils
craignaient que « le monde entier » le suive (en croyant en lui).
Mais ceci est le temps fixé, I'heure de la glorification du Sei-
gneur. Dans de nombreux passages de 'Evangile, chaque fois
que le Seigneur était sur le point d'étre arrété, il est dit qu'il ne
I'a pas été parce que son temps ou son heure n'était pas en-
core venue.

Mais I'Evangile d’aujourd’hui confirme que son heure est ve-
nue. Le Seigneur lui-méme dit : « L’heure est venue ou le Fils
de 'homme doit étre glorifié » (Jean 12 :23). Que signifie étre
glorifié ? La glorification du Christ est sa résurrection ou son
triomphe sur la mort. Sa mort sur la croix, loin d'étre une dé-
faite, devient un moyen de salut pour le monde entier. «Et moi,
quand jaurai été élevé de terre, jattirerai a moi tous les
hommes» (Jean 12 :32). Déja dans I'épisode de I'Evangile
d’aujourd’hui, le monde entier est représenté par les Grecs qui
voulaient voir Jésus.

Lorsque nous suivons le Christ de tout coeur et restons fidéles
a notre vocation chrétienne, alors nous partagerons avec lui
cette gloire éternelle. Nous aussi serons glorifiés avec lui.

Réglement du Caréme

Le Caréme, période de pénitence et de grace, com-
mence avec le mercredi des Cendres, le 14 février
2024. C'est un temps de renouveau rempli d'espoir,
alors que 1'Eglise se dirige vers Paques. Afin d'ai-
der les fideles du dioceése de Brooklyn, notre
évéque, Mgr Robert Brennan, souhaite attirer 1'at-
tention sur les points suivants :

Abstinence :

Tous les fideles ayant atteint I'd4ge de 14 ans sont tenus de
s'abstenir de viande le mercredi des Cendres et tous les ven-
dredis du Caréme.

Jeiline :

Tous les fidéles a4gés de 18 a 59 ans inclus sont tenus de
jedner le mercredi des Cendres et le Vendredi saint. Le je(ine
consiste a se limiter & un seul repas complet et a éviter de
manger entre les repas. Il est possible de se restaurer lége-
rement a deux autres occasions au cours de la journée.

Devoir de Paques :

Apres avoir été pleinement initiés a la tres sainte Eucharistie,
tous les fidéles sont tenus de communier au moins une fois
par an. Ce précepte doit étre accompli pendant le temps pas-
cal, & moins que, pour une bonne raison, il ne soit accompli a
un autre moment.

Par permission spéciale, aux Etats-Unis, la période d'accom-
plissement de ce précepte est étendue pour inclure la pé-
riode allant du 1er dimanche de Caréme (18 Fév. 2024) 4 la
Pentecote (19 Mai 2024).

A noter également :

L"Alléluia" n'est pas chanté ou dit du début du caréme
jusqu'a la veillée pascale. Les instruments de musique ne
doivent étre utilisés pendant le Caréme et le Triduum pascal
que pour apporter le soutien nécessaire au chant. L'église
ne doit pas étre décorée de fleurs pendant le caréme.
Les messes de funérailles ne sont pas autorisées pen-
dant le Triduum pascal (jeudi saint, vendredi saint et sa-
medi saint).

L'obligation d'observer, dans I'ensemble ou en grande partie,
les jours de pénitence spécifiés par I'Eglise est une obligation
sérieuse. Les jours de pénitence ne sont pas de simples
exercices individuels, mais sont observés par toute 'Eglise
en tant que Corps du Christ. Les fidéles sont invités a célé-
brer fréquemment les sacrements de I'Eucharistie et de la
Pénitence pendant le Caréme, ainsi qu'a lire la Parole de
Dieu, a faire le Chemin de Croix, a prier devant le Saint Sa-
crement et a accomplir des actes de charité, en particulier
envers les pauvres. Puisse ce temps de caréme nous unir
plus étroitement au Seigneur dans sa mort et sa résurrec-
tion !
