The Gospel of this Fourth Sunday of Easter
speaks of Jesus Christ presenting himself as the
good shepherd who cares for his sheep. He does
that through the laying down of his life for the
sheep.

The stone
which is rejected by the builders has become the
corner stone of our lives. This Sunday which is also
the world day of prayer for vocations to perma-
nent diaconate, the Priesthood and the consecrat-
ed life, we have to pray that the good shepherd
should guide many people to respond to God's
call.
